Update on Road Projects

Mr lan Gardner, City Engineer, provided a report for Members detailing road work updates for
January. The report included information on footpath works and miscellaneous scheduled to
commence in January. He also updated Members on the Kilkenny City Bus Service and Cootes
Lane. He provided Members with the An Taisce IBAL report for Kilkenny along with a BT young
Scientist project on driver behaviour in Housing Estates. Members thanked Mr. Gardner for the
detailed report and praised Mr. Gardner, Council Staff and the people of Kilkenny for the recent
success at the IBAL awards. They raised the following queries/comments in relation to roads:

e Pot holes around the City.

e Possibility of relocating some Bus Stops on busy streets and including more stops in
Housing Estates.

Real time App for the Bus Service.

Bicycles on the Buses.

Marketing strategy for the new Bus Service.

Contact details for TFI to enable the public to get in touch with any issues they might have.
Effectiveness of speed ramps and signage in Housing Estates.

No entry signs for James Street/ possibility of making the Street pedestrian only.

Tree planting in Loughboy.

Mature trees in Estates causing harm to sewerage systems, public lighting etc.

Broken guttering on Business premises.

Number of litter fines issued around the Hebron Road Area.

Clean up cost in certain Estates.

Animal welfare issues.

Mr. lan Gardner and Mr. Butler responded to all the Members queries. The 20" January is the
official launch of the Kilkenny City Bus Service and the NTA will open a Bus Service information



centre in the old Muebles office for a month to deal will all Bus related queries. Mr. Butler
confirmed that information regarding litter fines and clean-up of Estate costs would be provided
by the Environment Section for the next meeting.

Members had a discussion in relation to animal welfare and it was confirmed that a meeting has
been arranged for Friday 17" January to discuss the ongoing concerns in relation to horses. The
meeting is to be held in committee. Cllr Joe Malone wanted it on the record that he did not agree
with the meeting being held in committee. Mr. Butler explained that the meeting will be dealing
with operational processes and should be held in Committee. He agreed that it can appear as an
agenda item in the future. Clir. Noonan requested that Leader be asked to attend the meeting as
he has a lot of experience in this area.

Report on changes to Thomastown\Callan area.

Mr lan Gardner provided Member with detailed maps showing the re-alignment of the Engineering
areas for 2020 onwards following the amendments to the Local Electoral Areas in 2019. He
explained that the budget allocation for roads will be effected by the changes due to reduced road
length to be maintained.

Ms. Anne Maria Walsh updated Members on the legal advice received from Harte’s Solicitors in
relation to the drafting of the busking bye-laws. In particular, the Solicitors advised on
amendments - persons under 18 years old been accompanied by an Adult, the naming of the
protected street scape and amplification. A discussion took place in which the Members debated
the complexity and the necessity of the bye-laws.
